Å Concentrations have been flat or weakly downward over the past 6-8 years 
 



Recent Trends in Roadside NOx Concentrations 
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Trends implied by UK  

inventory are not consistent 

with observations 

Trend in conc.: 

-0.5% to -2%/year 

Trend in emissions: 

-6%/year
