Long-Range Transport of Air Pollution %AEA

A Long-range transport of air pollution can have a significant impact on
both national, regional and local air pollution episodes.

A It is important to be able to identify and understand such pollution
episodes so that long-range and local contributions to increased
pollutant concentrations can be separated source apportionment).

A At the National level for European Directive reporting the
contributions to all NO, and PM,, pollution episodes are assessed
and described. For PM,, the long-range transport contribution can
be subtracted before assessing Directive compliance

A At the local level identifying long-range transport pollution helps to
ensure that action plans are realistic.
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
